
 

OZONE FOR EFFLUENT TREATMENT AT TNPL 

 

TNPL maintains focus on manufacturing paper in an environment friendly 

manner.  In 2008 the company switched over to Elemental Chlorine Free (ECF) 

bleaching system, the most prominent environment friendly bleaching process 

used in pulp and paper industry around the world.  This has brought in about 

50% reduction in water consumption and treated effluent discharge. 

  

TNPLôs R&D work to control the color from the final treated wastewater has 

resulted in the introduction of a color removal system based on ozonation 

process.  The system put up at the cost of around `4  Crore is expected to reduce 

the color.  The introduction of ozone, as a tertiary treatment for the treatment of 

final effluent is the ñfirst of its kindò in the Indian Pulp and Paper Industry.  Apart 

from the capital expenditure, the company will be spending about `20 ,000 per 

day for ozonization. 

 

The ozone treated wastewater having high dissolved oxygen when used for 

agriculture purpose would improve the soil fertility by way of mineralization of 

organic matter into useful nutrients, and supports plant growth by promoting 

healthy root system, thereby increasing crop yield.  
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
